Step 1:





Choose an historical site or museum that you have always wanted to go to. It may be a favorite of yours or somewhere completely new to you.

Use the process at the right and guiding questions and draft a two page reflection that documents your experiences, perspectives and ties in readings from the week.

Take a tour of the site (either guided or self-directed, but preferably guided). Read any interpretive signs, labels, photographs, etc. Take turns responding and recording:





Thinking about the experience as a whole: 


What do you notice? What do you see? What is the main story being represented?





Whose perspective is represented in the story? Who is presenting the perspectives? Who writes the story? Who tells the story? Who is missing from the story narrative?





If possible, meet with a tour guide or museum curator and learn more about how the exhibit was put together.





Choose one object/ artifact.


What is being presented? What is/was the function of this object? Who may have used it? Look closely at all of the details and now imagine what kinds of historic objects might we preserve to tell the story of those who are missing from official narratives.
